At KTS Government Degree College, the Department of  Botany, 
in association with the NSS, jointly maintains a “Vegetable 
Garden” within the Botanical Garden. Botany students and NSS 
volunteers actively participate in its regular upkeep and 
management. They arrive at the college half  an hour early each day 
to engage in various gardening activities, contributing to the 
effective maintenance and development of  the vegetable garden.

The funds 
generated from these sales are utilized for the maintenance and 
development of  the garden. Proper records of  the income are 
maintained through a receipt book to ensure transparency and 
accountability.
